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First planted in 2003, Exton Park was founded by Malcolm Isaac MBE, the pioneer 
of the UK salad industry. It was his vision to establish one of the leading English 
sparkling wine producers in a Hampshire valley that he had been farming for 
decades. To do this, Malcolm knew he needed the very best ingredients. 

Details of production

Exton Park sits in the rolling chalk hills of Hampshire. We hand -harvest grapes 
from our single vineyard, pressing plot by plot before storing in our library of 
reserve wines. Our winemaker selects from this archive, creating our unique Reserve 
Blends. 60 acres of Hampshire, bottled.

The Exton Park RB45 Blanc de Blancs is crafted from 100% reserve wines.

Tasting notes

Vibrant gold in colour, on the nose Exton Park’s RB45 shows an abundance of tropical 
and citrus fruit, with subtle notes of vanilla and orange blossom. From the first 
sip an incredible flinty smokiness leads to a rounded, complex and savoury finish.

This rich, yet precise wine is an alluring match with a Thai green curry, fresh grilled 
fish or dim sum.
